The Assembly amendments, among other changes delete those statements of
intent and instead, provide that specified revenues received by the state from
designated tribal compacts are required to be remitted to the California Gambling
Control Commission for deposit in the General Fund. The Assembly amendments
also require the Controller to calculate and publish the allocation of specified funds
for transportation development for the 2015-16, 2016—17, and 2017-18 fiscal years,
as specified. The Assembly amendments require the Department of Motor Vehicles
to pilot and evaluate a process to register voters pursuant to the California New
Motor Voter Program to assist persons who do not fully complete the voter
registration process and require the department to report on October 15, 2016, to the
Joint Legislative Budget Committee, on the outcome of the pilot process. The
Assembly amendments also require the department to notify the Joint Legislative
Budget Committee by September 1, 2016, if it is unable to implement the pilot
process for any reason and appropriate the sum of $3,888,000 from the General Fund
to the Department of Motor Vehicles to implement the California New Motor Voter
Program.

The Assembly amendments implement changes increasing specified registration
fees for vehicles and trailers, make changes relating to the issuance or renewal of
driver’s licenses and identification cards, and make changes relating to carrier
identification numbers for motor carriers.

SB 954, as it passed the Senate, required per diem wages on public works projects
to include industry advancement and collective bargaining agreements administra-
tive fees, provided that the employer is required by a collective bargaining
agreement to make those payments. The bill prohibited the credit of employer
payments for industry advancement against the obligation to pay the general
prevailing rate of per diem wages if those payments were not required by a collective
bargaining agreement. The bill also excluded from per diem wages, employer
payments for other purposes similar to certain apprenticeship or other training
programs, worker protection and assistance programs or committees established
under the federal Labor Management Cooperation Act of 1978, and industry
advancement and collective bargaining agreements administrative fees.

The Assembly amendments require per diem wages to include industry advance-
ment and collective bargaining agreements administrative fees if the payments are
made pursuant to a collective bargaining agreement to which the employer is
obligated. The amendments prohibit credit payments for industry advancement and
collective bargaining administrative fees if the payments are not made pursuant to a
collective bargaining agreement to which the employer is obligated. The amend-
ments also exclude from per diem wages payments for other purposes similar to
those described above, if those payments are not made pursuant to a collective
bargaining agreement to which the employer is obligated.

The Assembly amendments clarify that, if any person violates these provisions,
the restricted species permit for the elephant is subject to immediate suspension or
revocation by Department of Fish and Wildlife. The Assembly amendments
authorize a person whose permit is suspended or revoked to appeal the suspension
or revocation to the Fish and Game Commission by filing a written request for an
appeal within 30 days of the suspension or revocation. The Assembly amendments
make other clarifying and nonsubstantive changes.

Retirement System transfer, and upon that request would require the board to
transfer, available excess assets credited to the miscellaneous member category from
the MLFD’s employer account to satisfy the MLFD’s unfunded accrued actuarial
obligations for its safety plan if specified conditions are met. SB 1162, as it passed
the Senate, made legislative findings and declarations regarding the necessity of a
special statute for the Mammoth Lakes Fire District.

The Assembly amendments revise the authorization granted to the Mammoth
Lakes Fire District (MLFD) to request the Board of the Administration of the Public
Employees’ Retirement System to transfer miscellaneous member assets, condition-
ing the request on the market value of assets attributable to the MLFD’s
miscellaneous plan exceeding 150% of the amount that is the actuarial equivalent of
the amount the system would be obligated to pay, as specified. The Assembly
amendments also revise the method for calculating the amount that may be
transferred.

Legislative Counsel’s Digest of Assembly Amendments

SB 1257, as it passed the Senate, required an applicant for admission and a license
to practice law in the state to complete at least 50 hours of supervised pro bono
service after commencement of the applicant’s legal studies and prior to application
for admission to practice, and defined pro bono service as either assisting in the
provision of legal services without charge for specific types of persons, groups, or
organizations, or assisting in the provision of legal assistance in public service for
a judicial, legislative, executive, or other governmental entity. SB 1257 required the
pro bono service to be supervised by an active licensed attorney in good standing.
SB 1257 authorized the State Bar to create the form upon which an applicant can
report pro bono service and required the State Bar to randomly audit applicants to
ensure compliance with this requirement. SB 1257 made these provisions operative
on January 1, 2018.

The Assembly amendments specify that the pro bono service is pro bono legal
service, defines that term as work without compensation from the client who
receives the legal service that is designed to benefit the public interest or persons
who are indigent or of modest means that is performed for certain purposes, and
requires the pro bono legal service to be performed with or for certain individuals,
organizations, or programs. The Assembly amendments instead require an applicant
to complete the pro bono legal service requirement before admission to practice law
in the state and expand who may supervise the service requirement to include a
member of a law school faculty, an instructor employed by a law school, or a person
with the appropriate licensing to represent the client before the relevant judicial body
or government agency. The Assembly amendments exempt specified persons from
these requirements, including, among others, an applicant who is already admitted
to practice in any state, territory, or foreign jurisdiction and require each law school
to publicly disclose specified information on its Internet Web site through a link from
the Internet Web site homepage of the law school under “Pro Bono Legal Service
Requirement for Law Students.” The Assembly amendments specify that an
applicant is not prohibited from receiving compensation, including, but not limited
to, a salary, for performing pro bono legal service that is paid by a person or entity
other than the client who receives the pro bono legal service and instead provide that
these provisions apply to all applicants for admission who enter law school on or
after January 1, 2018.

SB 814, as it passed the Senate, declared that excessive water use by a residential
customer during a period for which the Governor has issued a proclamation of a state
of emergency based on drought conditions is prohibited and required each urban
retail water supplier to establish a method to identify and restrict excessive water
use. SB 814 authorized as a method to identify and restrict excessive water use the
establishment of an excessive water use ordinance, rule, or tariff condition and made
a violation of this ordinance, rule, or tariff condition an infraction punishable by a
fine of at least $500 per 100 cubic feet of water, or per 748 gallons used, above the
excessive water use threshold established by the urban retail water supplier in a
billing cycle.

The Assembly amendments instead declare that excessive water use by a
residential customer is prohibited during a period for which the Governor has issued
a proclamation of a state of emergency based on drought conditions, during a period
in which an urban retail water supplier has moved to a stage of action in response
to a local water supply shortage condition, or for an urban retail water supplier
affected during a period when the Governor has issued a proclamation of a state of
emergency based on local drought conditions. The Assembly amendments require
that a violation of an excessive water use ordinance, rule, or tariff condition result
in an infraction or administrative civil penalty and authorize the penalty for a
violation to be based on conditions identified by the urban retail water supplier. The
Assembly amendments exempt an urban retail water supplier that is not fully
metered until all of the water supplier’s residential water service connections are
being billed based on metered water usage from the requirement to establish a
method to identify and discourage excessive water use and require an urban retail
water supplier that is not fully metered to prohibit water use practices and impose
penalties for prohibited uses of water supplied by the water supplier.

SB 1352,
as it passed the Senate, also revised the conditions pursuant to which a participant
in the Cash Balance Benefit Program of the State Teachers’ Retirement Plan who is
employed while receiving an annuity under the program may terminate that annuity,
and made various technical, clarifying, and conforming changes.

The Assembly amendments, among other things, additionally repeal provisions of
the Teachers’ Retirement Law defining a break in service for the purposes of
determining a member’s final compensation and revise definitions of final compen-
sation to address breaks in service. The Assembly amendments also, as of July 1,
2018, require compensation for creditable service exceeding one year in a school
year to be credited to a member’s Defined Benefit Supplement account on the July
1 immediately following the period for which the compensation is earned instead of
the July 1 following a certain determination by the State Teachers’ Retirement
System, require compensation to be credited to the member’s Defined Benefit
Supplement account under other specified circumstances to be credited effective as
of the earliest date contributions are due instead of upon receipt by the system, and
require employee and employer contributions for the Cash Balance Benefit Program
to be credited to their respective accounts as of the day contributions are required to
be transmitted to the plan instead of the first working day following the date certain
contributions are received by the system.
