SB 610, as it passed the Senate, amended the California Franchise Relations Act
to require franchisors, subfranchisors, and franchisees to deal with each other in
good faith, as defined, and prohibited a franchisor or subfranchisor from restricting
the right of a franchisee to join or participate in an association of franchisees to the
extent the restriction is prohibited by existing law. SB 610, as it passed the Senate,
authorized a franchisee to bring an action for damages or other appropriate relief
against a franchisor or a subfranchisor who violates these provisions and autho-
rized a liable franchisor or subfranchisor to recover contributions from any other
similarly liable persons.

The Assembly amendments remove the requirement that franchisors, subfran-
chisors, and franchisees deal with each other in good faith and instead provide that
any condition requiring a franchisee to waive the implied covenant of good faith
and fair dealing is void. The Assembly amendments prohibit a franchise agreement
from preventing a franchisee from selling a franchise to another qualified person.
The Assembly amendments also prohibit a franchise agreement from giving a fran-
chisee the right to sell the franchise without the consent of the franchisor unless the
consent is unreasonably withheld and from relieving the franchisee of the duty to
notify the franchisor of the franchisee’s decision to sell the franchise. The Assem-
bly amendments prohibit a franchisor’s early termination of an agreement, unless
the franchisee failed to cure a substantial and material breach for 30 days. The As-
sembly amendments authorize a franchisee to decide between two specified reme-
dies from a franchisor that unlawfully terminates or fails to allow the sale of a fran-
chise.

Senate Bill 1388, as it passed the Senate, provided that a person who agrees to
purchase or who purchases a commercial sex act is guilty of a misdemeanor pun-
ishable by imprisonment in a county jail for not less than 48 hours of continuous
confinement, nor more than 6 months, and by a fine of $1,000, as specified. The
bill required each fine imposed and collected pursuant to that provision to be de-
posited in the Victim—Witness Assistance Fund to fund grants to local programs,
as specified. The bill also authorized the court to order a defendant convicted of
a violation of the provisions proscribing purchasing, performing, or agreeing to
purchase or perform a commercial sex act, if the violation involved a minor, to pay
a fine of not less than $1,000 and not more than $10,000.

The bill also authorized a court to impose a fine of not less than $5,000, or more
than $20,000, against a person convicted of violating certain prohibitions against
the prostitution of a minor.

The Assembly amendments instead provide that if the crime of prostitution is
committed and the person solicited was a minor at the time of the offense, and if
the defendant knew or should have known that the person solicited was a minor at
the time of the offense, the violation is punishable by imprisonmentin a county jail
for not less than 2 days, except as specified, and not more than one year, or by a
fine not exceeding $10,000, or by both that fine and imprisonment. The Assembly
amendments also increase the maximum of the fine that a court may impose against
a person convicted of violating certain prohibitions against the prostitution of a mi-
nor to $25,000, and delete the $5,000 minimum amount.
