Code Section 830.36. The responsibility of the Senate Sergeant at Arms is to ensure the safety
and security of Senators, their families, legislative staff, designated foreign delegations and the
public during Senate Floor sessions and legislative committee hearings. The position requires
that Senate Sergeants maintain the decorum of the Senate by providing support, protection and
oversight of Senate Floor sessions as well as committee hearings to ensure that the legislative
process proceeds efficiently and unencumbered.

DUTIES:
e Maintain order, decorum and security for Senators, staff and the public during Senate

Floor sessions and legislative committee hearings

e Provide security for Members and staff

e Respond to and investigate threats against Members and staff

e Respond to and assist with medical emergencies

e Conduct emergency evacuation of the Capitol building and the Legislative Office
Building (LOB) in the event of fire, natural disaster, or other security contingencies while
maintaining the continuity of State government

e Travel throughout the state for committee hearings and protective details

e Act as security liaison with other local, state, federal, and international law enforcement
agencies

e Have strong writing and analytical skills

e Ability to communicate effectively with diverse groups of people
e Ability to demonstrate reliability and maintain a high level of integrity and confidentiality
